
Your original hardware needed:

Center Hub Stock thrustwasher X
Rear Cap Stock flat washer X
Additional Stock prop nut X
Additional Stock cotter pin X
Additional Suzuki bulletin

Installation procedure: (also see diagram below)

1. Remove your old prop and hardware
2. Thoroughly clean, then lube your driveshaft with supplied grease
3. Reinstall your original thrustwasher, you may need to add the STWA spacer, see bulletin
4. Install your assembled Piranha prop
5. Reinstall your original flatwasher
6. Reinstall your original prop nut, and tighten to approximately 20 ft-lbs of torque
7. Reinstall your original cotter pin to retain the prop nut

Assembling the propeller:Gearhead fitcheck:  Dimensions of a properly fitting hub 
are shown here.  If you have any difficulty installing your 
prop, please take these measurements prior to calling the 
factory.

1. Insert the blades into the blade
sockets. The blades are tapered, so if
they do not slide in easily, try turning
them over. They should slide in the
majority if the way. Tap them until they
are flush with the hub.
